Us.” 

 
Epiphany (“appearance” or “manifestation”) is a Christian feast 
intended to celebrate the “shining forth” or revelation of God to 
mankind in human form, in the person of Jesus. Some Christians 
commemorate the visitation of the Magi to the child Jesus on this 
day, while others use the day to commemorate the baptism of 
Jesus as an adult. The feast is also called Twelfth Day-being the 
twelfth day after Christmas- or Three Kings Day for those 
commemorating the Magi. It is also called Theophany, especially 
by those commemorating Christ’s baptism.   
 
Adoration of the Blessed Sacrament is 6pm to 11pm this 
Saturday, January 12. Plan ahead and spend time in prayer with 
Christ.
