When the American bishops wrote their 
1992 pastoral letter on stewardship, they defined a good steward 
as one who embodied four specific qualities:  
     Grateful: thanking God daily for the blessings he or she has 
received. A good steward never stops saying “thank you.” 
     Responsible with the blessings that God has bestowed; using 
them prudently, and making sure that they do not wither away.   
     Sharing: A good steward knows that it is better to give than to 
receive, for in giving we receive far more than we could ever have 
imagined. 
     Accountable: Remember the parable of the stewards to whom 
the master had entrusted the silver pieces? They had to rend an 
account of their stewardship.
