AISD Volunteer Opportunity: As one of its efforts to address
dropout prevention, the AISD is asking churches and community
volunteers to help call students who have dropped out or are at
risk of dropping out of high school, to encourage them to
complete their education. Calls will be made starting the week of
August 4" following a volunteer orientation. Each volunteer will
be asked to call 20-30 students to confirm their correct address,
reason they are not in school, and find out the resources needed
by the student or their family to prevent them from dropping out of
school. Telephone calls will need to be made in the evenings
and/or weekends (M-F, 7:00 pm — 9:00 pm, and any reasonable
(2) hour time frame on Saturdays.) Volunteers will be required to
sign a confidentiality agreement and will be provided a script to
follow when calling student homes. Volunteer orientations will be
held on August 4™ & 5" from 6:00 — 7:00 pm in the Cafeteria of
the AISD Baker Building, 3908 Avenue B. Volunteers who are
interested in helping out with this important effort, should call Ana
Zepeda at (512) 414-0324 for more information or to sign up.
